FINANCIAL INFORMATION

Registrations are now being accepted for the 2011-2012 school year.  New families must apply and be interviewed prior to registration.  Others may submit the registration forms and fees at their earliest convenience.  All registrations are on a first-come, first-served basis.  The registration fee amount is determined by the date of the payment, not the submission of the form.   Application and registration fees are non-refundable.
Book fees are due by August 1.  All registration and book fees must be paid prior to attending classes.

Tuition is due the 1st of each month; a late fee of $25 is assessed if the payment is not received or postmarked by the 10th. Tuition payments are scheduled in 10 equal installments due September through June.  Parents of grades K5-11 who desire to pay in 11 equal installments (September-July) must request the same on the registration form.  There is a $5 per month surcharge included in the tuition payment for those who request that their payments be extended over an 11-month period.  Parents that have only K4 or 12th grade students must use the 10 month payment plan.

If the responsible party for the tuition bill becomes delinquent, the following procedure will be followed.  If the tuition payments are not made by the 10th of the month after which they are due, CBCA reserves the right to keep the student from attending classes until the account is made completely current. For example, if the September payment is not made by October 10th, the student(s) may be kept out of school until September, October and corresponding late fees are paid.  Student academic records (report cards, transfer records, or transcripts) will be withheld if any amount is owed on the account.  Progress reports will not be withheld.

Payments will be recorded as of the date received or the postmark date, not by the date on the check.  There will be a $15 charge for all returned checks.  Payments will be applied first to past-due tuition or fees.  (Exception: parents may pay registration fees for the coming year, regardless of the status of their current accounts.)  Tuition is pro-rated on a daily basis for students entering after the first day of school or leaving before the last day of school.  Books fees may be pro-rated based upon personally owned copies of the exact book/edition.  Once a student begins attending CBCA and has received and begun using the books, there is no refund of the book fee; but the student may take any books, which were purchased for student ownership.

Any family who recruits a new student who has never attended CBCA in the past will receive a “Finder’s Fee” of $100 per student off their tuition bill.  This will be deducted as $10 per month for September through June.  

A Pastoral Discount is available to those families in full-time vocational Pastoral ministry, or attending a Christian college full-time.  Information is available at the office.

Tuition Assistance is available in limited amounts to those who demonstrate financial need.  Applications are available at the office, and require a copy of the most recent 1040 tax form.  Tuition assistance is determined on a first-come, first-served basis, and interested families must be registered before they will be allowed to apply for the assistance.  Applications must be received by August 10th in order to be eligible for a full year of assistance.

All financial decisions are made at the discretion of the Board of Education, not the Administrators or the Financial Office Assistant.  Requests for special consideration must be put in writing.  The Board meets the 3rd Monday of each month.
