HOMEWORK

Homework will be assigned frequently. Homework assignments will always be posted by the entrance of the classroom if a student does not remember to write it down during class. Please ask if you have any questions concerning ANY assignment.

Homework will consist of many activities, such as worksheets, book problem assignments, writing assignments, reviews for tests, and reading. My late policy for homework is:

1. Homework is expected to be turned in on time. The value of homework is 10 points. For each day late, one point will be deducted. Students will be reminded of late homework.  After they have been tested on the material the homework will not be able to be made up and it will be a zero.
2. Homework slides (a reward I give) will be given out on occasion and can be used to extend the due date by ONE day for ONE assignment.  Only one homework slide can be used per an assignment.

TESTING

1. You are expected to be prepared for all tests. If you need to sharpen a pencil, please do it before the bell rings.

2. You may always ask last-minute questions about the subject matter before a test begins. Just put your hand up before I begin to pass out the tests.

3. If you miss a test, you must see me immediately to schedule a make-up date. Your make-up date must be within one week of your return (except for circumstances of extended absence). 

4. Communication during a test to anyone but me is a valid reason to take your test and give you a zero. This applies even if you have finished your test! When you are finished with a test, you should sit quietly until every member of the class is done. You may not pull out your text book until all students have turned in their test. This will be one time when I encourage you to work on things for another class. Keep your eyes down and find something to do, or borrow some activities from me.

ELECTRONIC DEVICE POLICY
If a student is using their electronic device (phone, mp3 player, game system, etc.) during class I will follow the schools policy on dealing with it. If it is during an exam the phone will automatically be confiscated and the test will be given a zero.
